9. What does it mean to transform something?

10.How closely does your photo art resemble the artist or art movement?



Mimic Rubric & Self / Peer Evaluation:

Grade each of the 6 categories with 0 to 4 points:

0=F,1=D,2=C,3=B,4=A. Enter points at left next to category. Also include
an evaluation in bottom box.

1. Each of the final four photo artworks closely resembles the artist or art
movement chosen.

2. Appropriate subject matter was photographed that relate to the artist or art
movement chosen.

3. Student clearly followed all the steps in the tutorial correctly, and did not skip
any.

4. Excellent Technical ability in using Photoshop’s effects to transform their
photos.

5. Appropriate use of the elements of art is apparent in each, and relate to the artist
or art movement chosen.
